Point 1: Comprehensive Research Framework Presented
Prof. Prema B. 📌 Point 2: Practical Guidance on IEEE Paper Writing
The session provided detailed insights into IEEE research paper formatting, including essential components like abstract writing (150-250 words), keyword selection (5-8 terms), proper citation format, and structure covering introduction, literature review, methodology, results, discussion, and conclusion sections. Prof. Sahane emphasized the importance of clarity, technical accuracy, avoiding plagiarism, effective use of visual elements, and following IEEE templates while demonstrating tools like Mendeley for reference management and Turnitin for plagiarism checking.

📌 Point 3: Publication Process and Resources Shared
Students gained valuable knowledge about selecting appropriate IEEE journals and conferences based on impact factor, acceptance rates, and publication timelines, understanding the peer review process with possible outcomes (accept/revision/reject), handling reviewer comments systematically, and utilizing resources like IEEE Xplore, Google Scholar, and collaborative tools like Overleaf. The interactive session addressed student queries about identifying research gaps, time management, dealing with rejections, and building academic profiles through systematic research publications.
